A generous sample of the good wishes from Queen Esther Chapter.

Young Woman Builder says:

ngigter secretary, the facts are true and acceptable and I shall be very
happy to carry them to the centerpiece, within the Fence of Love. Thank
you and farewell."

She goes to the Secretary's desk and gets the list of names,lights a candle,
(previously placed on secretary's desk) then goes between the conductresses
through the gateway (officers turn and face the altar as she enters) and de-
posits the list in front of the Bible on the altars: then she goes to light

five colored candles which have been placed o the pedestals at the Star Points.
One on each pedestal appropriate color candles. Beginning at Adah's then Ruth,
etc. After lighting all five she leaves the labryinth through the gateway, stands
in the East with her lighted candle, facing the Altar and the officers until the
March is finished.

The Star Points come to the altar with their lighted candles and hold them up to

form a circle of light over the list of names. They hold candles up for a moment
then lower them simultaneously and set them on the altar leaving them there and

return to position.

The officers will form the Fence of Love in this formation. They will leave in
the following drill, the first Line 61“marbnkoéragMﬁakﬂd“wirb”a,solid line,_ thus

the second being marked with the dotted line thus and third
with the line and dash thus . The Worthy Patron and Matron take their
places in Love'!s Fence as soon as the Worthy Patron finishes his speech.
