At the proper time, the Worthy Matron an-
nounces that: “Those who have been elected to
become members of — . ... Chapter by
affiliation will retire for the Affiliation Ceremony.”
The affiliate would retire in the regular manner,
making the sign before leaving the chapter room.
(Star Points will pick up flowers at this time.)
