As soon as guests are seated, Associate Matron, Conductress, Associate Conductress,
and Star points march as follows: - On south, Associate Matron leads, Ruth, Conduc-
tress, and Adah follow. On north, Esther leads and Martha, Associate Conductress,
and Electa follow, Fig. 2, forming line between Altar and dais, with space for
Worthy Matron to pass. Bach officer in march carries flowers, and as soon as line
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is formed, Worthy Matron passes through line and the flowers are passed from of-
ficers to her. Standing east of Altar, she gives verses, after which she presents
flowers to gussts.

Flowers can bring a message that words can never say,
